
Teaching module 2: basic concepts of Human rights
Teaching goals: 

· To understand what is the place of human rights in the States’ legal systems.
· To be convinced that human rights are not moral principles without practical applications.
· To understand the use and the logic of human rights as an international reference.

· To have an overview of all UN bodies in relation to human rights.
Teaching module content:
This teaching module approaches the human rights on two levels: theoretically and structurally. 

First the teaching module defines human rights and shows the place they have in the international legal system (pps 2 to 6). This part is essential for a public which does not have legal knowledge of human rights. It is possible to adapt it to a country in particular in order to explain the link between international and national law which changes in each State (This document does not give orientation to carry out this adaptation).
On the second level, the teaching module presents a structural approach of the UN human rights system (pps 7 to 11). The three bodies linked with the Convention are introduced and the slide n°11 is a simple flowchart of the UN bodies in bond with human rights. This part is more complicated and is for an audience which has decided to understand better the role of each UN body, mainly for the slide n°11.
