
Teaching module 3: International treaties on Human rights and disability
Teaching goals: 

· To understand how the disability issue has already been handled by the UN.
· To understand that human rights general texts, because they apply to everybody, also apply to persons with disabilities.
· To be aware that general texts are insufficient to consider the present unfavourable situation of persons with disabilities.
Teaching module content:
This teaching module introduces the international texts of human rights already existing by classifying them between legally binding and non- legally binding texts. It shows that until the Convention comes into force, the main text on disability is a non-legally binding text: the Standards Rules for equalization of opportunities.
