
Teaching module 5: Contents of the Convention
Teaching goals: 

· To understand that the Convention is a comprehensive and integral text based on a holistic approach.
· To understand that the Convention does not create new rights.

· To be aware that general principles defined in article 2 are linked to each other and aim towards the same objective.
· To understand exactly what are the important concepts, for example the prohibition of all discrimination on the basis of disability.

Teaching module content:
This teaching module approaches the content of the Convention in 4 parts.
In the first part (slides 2 to 6), all articles of the Convention are classified in 8 categories. This classification allows you to demonstrate that the Convention is a comprehensive text (civil and political rights, economic, social and cultural rights…). This part is relevant to do a fast presentation of the Convention without going into too much detail.
After a little preliminary information (slides 7 and 8), in a second part (slides 9 to 22), the content of the Convention is approached through the 8 general principles enumerated in article 3. These general principles are the conditions to fulfil in order to succeed in an effective respect to the fundamental rights of persons with disabilities.
In a third part (slides 23 to 25), some cross-subjects of the Convention are explained. 
Finally in a fourth part (slides 26 to 27) important concepts for a good comprehension of the Convention are explained.
