
Teaching module 7: Implementation and monitoring of the Convention
Teaching goals: 

· To understand that the implementation of the Convention required measures to be taken by States at a national level.
· To understand that the international cooperation is a mean to help the implementation of the Convention, in particular via the conferences of States’ parties.
· To be aware that the civil society will have an important role to play during the conferences of States’ parties.
· To understand the role of the international monitoring committee and the importance of alternative reports made by the civil society in its work.
· To understand the individual complaints mechanism permitted by the optional protocol.
Teaching module content:
This module approaches two different mechanisms which aim both towards the effective respect of the Convention by the States.

The implementation is ensured by the States in particular in changing their national law. The monitoring is ensured at the same time at a national level and by an international committee of experts which checks the good implementation of the Convention.
These mechanisms must be well understood since the Convention will come into force as soon as 20 States have ratified it. This teaching module should be completed as soon as the international committee of experts has specified the obligations of the States.
