
Teaching module 8: The civil society involvement in the implementation of the Convention
Teaching goals: 

· To understand that the civil society must keep playing an important role in the implementation of the Convention as it already played during the drafting process.
· To understand that the Convention proposes an international framework of reference and provides opportunities to change our society in the direction of inclusion.
· To be aware of the goals which the civil society must fulfil to remain an actor of first importance in the implementation of the Convention.
Teaching module content:
This teaching module is built in two parts. First, the 7 challenges which the civil society will have to take up to remain an important actor of the implementation of Convention are explained.

Secondly, to sum up, the two necessary conditions to take up these challenges and to ensure an efficient promotion of the rights of persons with disabilities are explained.
