NGO PRESENTATION

Handicap International is an independent and impartial international aid organisation working in situations of poverty and exclusion, conflict and disaster. Working alongside persons with disabilities and other vulnerable groups, our action and testimony are focused on responding to their essential needs, improving their living conditions and promoting respect for their dignity and their fundamental rights.

Handicap International is a not-for-profit organisation with no religious or political affiliation. It operates as a federation made up of a network of associations that provide it with human and financial resources, manage its projects and implement its actions and social mission.

On July 1, 2006, Handicap International and Atlas Logistique merged, as this was the most appropriate legal solution to ensure cohesion and continuity between emergency, post-emergency and development interventions. Since then, both structures are joined in the same legal entity “Handicap International”, but each preserves its main operational characteristics. A Rapid Response Team was then set up, built around the Atlas Logistique team and its mode of organization, and relying on a new Emergency and Post-Emergency Interventions Framework, which describes the common sphere of activity and its operational management.

MISSION CONTEXT

August 2010: The worst floods to hit Pakistan since 1929 have left more than three millions people in need of emergency assistance. In Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (KPK), the worst affected province, the Provincial Government now puts the death toll at nearly 1500 people, with more than 500 people still missing. The actual figures could be higher as communication networks in many areas are still disrupted. Initial assessments indicate that Charsadda, Nowshera and Swat are amongst the worst affected districts. Other badly hit areas, including Lower and Upper Dir, remain largely inaccessible to humanitarian actors.

The Emergency Response Department is present in Pakistan and is currently leading activities in NWFP amongst other regions of intervention.

It is a necessity to intervene not only because we are present in this area in the field of Health and WASH but also because the needs mostly concern some of our core sectors of intervention (including basic needs especially), to answer the immediate needs of affected people by the floods.

The following activities have been led until then:

· Provision of drinking water: 

· NFI distribution 

· Assistive devices distribution

The intervention of the Emergency Response Department will be declined under three main axis:

· Improve the access of 100 000 of affected population to safe drinking water on short term basis

· Emergency shelter and NFI distribution for 3000 most vulnerable households

· Support to solid waste /water management and cleaning debris in affected cities in order to prevent the spread of diseases and enable a quick return of the affected population to their homes
