JOB CONTEXT: Poorest country of Central Asia, Tajikistan ranks 127th on the Human Development Indicator scale. From 1992 to 1997, the civil war caused significant destruction of social infrastructure and devastated the economy of the country, resulting in a high level of poverty. We can estimate that around 740,000 Persons with disability in the country.

In April 2010, 24 districts in Tajikistan (mostly south west) were hit by a polio outbreak. Today 274 children are confirmed polio cases with remaining paralysis; 640 children are affected by acute flaccid paralysis, number of spontaneous recovery being unknown yet. 87% of the children are below 8. A massive vaccination campaign was launched and is still ongoing, but rehabilitation cares were not taken into consideration. The polio outbreak in Tajikistan in April 2010 demonstrated the complexity of the country to address rehabilitation needs in absence of trained rehabilitation professionals and adapted mechanism to provide rehabilitation to patients living in remote areas. 
ICRC established an orthopedic center in 2004, and handed it over to the Tajik government in 2008 . Initially working mostly for the mine survivals the center lacks competencies to develop night and day orthopedic material for children, and train medical staff in acute phase to position patients and use the devices. Today the center still gets some support from ICRC for orientations in material purchase, as well as from Operation Mercy for staff training and expansion of activities.
JOB DESCRIPTION:
Included in Operation Mercy, your objectives are to help technicians and assistants in the orthopedic workshop in Dushanbe to be better equipped and more confident in assessing and providing orthotics and night braces for children with polio, and a mobile team has been established and a plan for visits to all main regions affected by polio is in place (depends on access to funds).
