Today, Handicap International Afghanistan works in the Southern (Kandahar), Western (Herat) and Central (Kabul) regions of Afghanistan in four main sectors: Disability advocacy and awareness; Physical rehabilitation and physiotherapy; Socio-economic inclusion; Mine risk education 

Despite the post holder will be based in Herat, S/he will operate as part of the Technical Unit based in Kabul, reporting directly on technical issues to Technical Coordinator with collaboration of the appropriate project Technical Advisor 

The technical unit in Kabul is composed by a technical coordinator (the manager), a rehabilitation technical advisor, an inclusion technical advisor and a Mine Risk Education technical advisor. Its role is to support and ensure quality of all the Hi Afghanistan projects  
The Technical Advisor line manager is the Technical Coordinator (based in Kabul) but s/he is under the authority of the Herat Coordinator (security wise), 
S/He will provide input to the projects in Herat which are :

· A rehabilitation project, 
· An advocacy & awareness unit 
· A developing inclusion project
JOB DESCRIPTION:
The Technical Advisor will be responsible for achieving the following objectives:
· Ensure technical assistance is provided to all projects in the Herat program: through supporting Project Managers of the Herat Project Activities, developing necessary quality assurance tools, developing training curriculums, coordinating external trainings
· Develop the technical capacity of the HI Herat staff, particularly the Herat Technical Assistant (h/she will directly line manage): develop his/her capacity building plan and implement, coordinate and monitor his/her training. S/he will support the capacity building process of the Physiotherapists Community Mobilizers to supervise and will train the hospital Physiotherapists. H/she will provide trainings to HI Staff in Heart on disability issues according to Technical Cell plans and developments
· Build local networks within the disability field: s/he will identify individuals and organisations working with disability in the heart district and the inclusion service providers, establish a data base of contacts able to support continuous professional development. S/He will ensure strong links with regional governmental stakeholders

CANDIDATE PROFILE:
· Qualification in a disability related field, ideally Occupational Therapist
· At least 3 years practical experience in a variety of areas of disability related services, including inclusion and physical rehabilitation; experience in teaching, capacity building and training, preferably in a developing country 
· Good communication (spoken and written) skills, including the ability to draft/edit a variety of written reports and communications

REQUIRED LANGUAGE SKILLS: Both fluent written and speaking English is required
JOB ENVIRONMENT: 
Afghanistan remains in a post-conflict situation and security rules are in place and should be strictly followed. However, Herat city is currently stable but there are security constraints especially for women moving around the city. Outside of Herat city, security is relatively stable compared to the rest of Afghanistan, but expatriate staff are limited to which areas they can travel and sometimes cannot visit all the project sites. Travel to Kandahar is especially subject to review of the security situation because it is less stable. Any movement in the cities must be done by car, it is forbidden to walk in the streets. 

All HI expatriates are living in a collective house, with Internet access and satellite TV
